	Experienced Rider Course Suite

	I have been receiving calls asking for information on the Motorcycle Safety Foundation's Experienced Rider Course Suite. 

The OLD ERC was never accepted by the Navy as a course for obtaining access to the base. 

The ERC Suite is another story. Keeping with the MSF Rider Education Training System (RETS), life long training, the ERC Suite an excellent addition. 

To teach the ERC Suite nothing special has to be accomplished. Once you have completed a RiderCoach Preparation Course (RCP) or have attended an update to become a RiderCoach you can teach the ERC Suite. An ERC Suite specific update is not required. Just purchase the ERC Suite package from the MSF. 

Once this is accomplished you will be required to add a few items to your range. Some painting changes will be required. Exercise 4 is 10 feet longer and adds a 28-foot box. Exercise 5 adds an additional gate. Exercise 9 is a new exercise. There are other changes that are in the range cards. 

The Navy / Marine Corps will accept the "Skills Plus RiderCourse" for base access. The optional written and riding test is NOT an option; it is required in the Navy program. The "Skills Practice" may be used for a quick refresher after a period of non-riding but no base access (get a sticker) will be allowed with the "Skills Practice". 

The "License Waiver RiderCourse" will be accepted for base access IF THE STATE accepts it. If the state does not accept the "License Waiver" teach the "Skills Plus". 

The Naval Safety Center is not a licensing authority so it has no jurisdiction over state programs. 

The Safety Center is working closely with several states on motorcycle training and those issues can be addresses on a case-by-case basis.
